TRUE MENUCHA

Dear Parents,

Yaakov Avinu bentched Yissachar: יששכר חמור גרם רובץ בין המשפתים.  He is a strong boned 
donkey, he lies between the boundaries. The Meforshim wonder why Shevet Yissachar, 
whose descendants are renowned for their dedication to Torah study, are specifically 
compared to a donkey as opposed to another animal. The fact that donkeys carry loads is 
an insufficient reason because horses also carry loads and can transport heavy burdens.
 
The Meforshim answer that all load-carrying animals must inevitably stop to rest and take 
a break from their work. However, there is a crucial difference when they take a break. 
When a horse carries a burden, the burden must be removed until the horse has 
recuperated and is ready to continue. The donkey can lie down and rest while still 
carrying the weight of its load.
 
Therefore, Yissachar is compared specifically to a donkey. Yissachar represents those who 
carry the load of Torah. They too at times need to recharge periodically. The 
distinguishable characteristic of a true Ben Torah is that even at those moments they 
conduct themselves in accord with their year-round behavior, never casting the ‘burden’ 
off their backs for a moment.
 
We can better understand this concept through the rest of bracha that Yaakov gave to 
Yissachar. וירא מנוחה כי טוב והארץ כי נעמה. ויט שכמו לסבל ויהי למס עובד. He saw that peaceful 
serenity is good, the land was enjoyable, and he bent his head to shoulder the heavy load.
 
The Mir Mashgiach, Rav Yeruchem Levovitz זצ״ל wonders at the seeming contradiction 
in the possuk. In the beginning it refers to a life of tranquility and comfort but ends with 
mentioning shouldering a burden. This, he explains, is because Yissachar understands the 
true definition of מנוחה. It is the opposite of what we are accustomed to think. True 
serenity allows us to rise above any challenge and still have מנוחת הנפש. It isn’t restricted 
to a particular time, place or setting. All too often we encounter circumstances and 
challenges. If we are truly מקבל the עול תורה we are guaranteed to be bentched with that
